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Henry Ford Reduces

Hospital-Acquired Infections

H enry Ford Hospital has found a novel way to

reduce hospital-acquired infections: get employees
to wash their hands. So said Marcus Zervos, MD, Division
Head of Infectious Diseases at Henry Ford Health System

at the MSMS “What's Great in the State” conference Oct. 3
in Plymouth.

“We should not accept hospital-acquired infections as an
inevitable consequence of medical care,” said Dr. Zervos.
Henry Ford has increased its hand hygiene rate among
employees from the industry average of 40-60 percent to
about 80 percent during the past few years. Dr. Zervos
showed a graph displaying a corresponding decrease in
nosocomial infections at the health system.

In addition to hand hygiene, Henry Ford has adopted a
plethora of other infection-prevention methods and tries
to “be as close to operative on the floor as possible, using
caps and gowns, pulling full curtains in patient areas, and
barring employees from entering and leaving sterile fields
even during the most routine procedures.”

The result has been a drastic reduction in bloodstream
infections at the health system. “Bloodstream infections
have become so rare at Henry Ford Hospital that they are
almost treated as seminal events,” said Dr. Zervos.

He said that while there will always be patients who
contract infections in the hospital, the goal should be to get
very close to zero hospital-acquired infections; and it’s a
goal he thinks is reasonable. Dr. Zervos has seen rates as
high as 20 percent in his early years of practice reduce to
the low single digits.
